VA Offers New Opt ion for Veterans
Buried in Private Cemeteries

The VA recently announced a new option for
marking graves of veterans buried in private
cemeteries. Bronze medallions may be obtained
free of charge from the VA to affix to an existing
private headstone, si
status as a veteran.

g

The new item can be furnished instead of a tradi-
tional government headstone or marker for veter-
ans whose death occurred on or after Nov. 1,
1990, and whose grave in a private cemetery is
marked with a privately purchased headstone or
marker. Next of kin will receive the medallion,
along with a kit that will allow the family or the
staff of a private cemetery to affix the medallion
to a headstone, grave marker, mausoleum, or
columbarium niche cover.

Under federal law, eligible veterans buried in a
private cemetery are entitled to either a govern-
ment-furnished grave marker or the new medal-
lion, but not both. Veterans buried in a national or
state veterans cemetery will receive a govern-
ment headstone or marker of the standard design
authorized at that cemetery.

The medallion is available in three sizes: 5
inches, 3 inches, and 1 % inches in width. Each
bronze medallion features the image of a folded
burial flag adorned with laurels and is inscribed
with the word "Veteran" at the top and the branch
of service at the bottom. The medallions are of
hi gh quality and most
